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In fiscal year 2018, the Office of Juvenile Justice and
Delinquency Prevention (OJJDP) awarded approximately
$300 million in grants.

OJJDP awards discretionary grants through a competitive
process to states, units of local government, tribal
jurisdictions, and organizations to administer a variety of
juvenile justice and child protection programs.

The Office’s formula grants support state, local, and tribal
efforts to reduce and prevent delinquency, improve the juvenile
justice system, and protect children from violence and abuse.
